· Effectively uses a variety of complex problem-solving strategies

Level 3:

· Is able to accurately and appropriately analyze and apply information

· Is consistently able to select, interpret, and assess information

· Is able to synthesize a variety of texts into a coherent thesis and adequately defend it

· Is able to draw reasonable conclusions

· Usually demonstrates effective use of problem-solving strategies
Level 2:
· Demonstrates a basic analysis of information and adequate application of information

· Demonstrates a basic ability to select and interpret information that may reflect some inconsistencies and inaccuracies 

· Uses a limited variety of texts to develop a rudimentary thesis with weak support

· Draws conclusions that may be superficial

· Inconsistently applies problem-solving strategies 

Level 1 (Failing):

· Shows a confused interpretation and analysis of information 

· Selects inadequate data and reflects limited interpretation
· Uses insufficient and inappropriate support
· Draws inaccurate conclusions

· Does not apply problem-solving strategies
