· Selects inadequate data and reflects limited interpretation

· Uses insufficient and inappropriate support

· Draws inaccurate conclusions

· Does not apply problem-solving strategies

Research Rubric

· Has chosen an appropriate topic. Completely lacks focus
· Requires teacher guidance to locate appropriate resources

· Library time needs to be used more efficiently and productively.

· Research is largely unfocused

· Research does not adequately address the essential question 

· Demonstrates superficial understanding of the topic

· Work cited is improper format

· Addresses the topic but lacks organization

· Has difficulty rethinking and refining ideas in the process of responding to, interpreting, and analyzing various texts

Critical Thinking

· Demonstrates a basic analysis of information and adequate application of information

· Demonstrates a basic ability to select and interpret information that may reflect some inconsistencies and inaccuracies 

· Uses a limited variety of texts to develop a rudimentary thesis with weak support

· Draws conclusions that may be superficial

· Inconsistently applies problem-solving strategies 

Research Rubric

· Topic chosen is adequate. Formulated questions lack focus
· Sometimes located information independently or with the teacher’s help
